There are differences between boot sector and its backup.

had the same sort of problem this past week after installing Xubuntu on the last of my six systems; the other five had all installed with no error messages.

For starters, the partition that has the error is your hda7; it's listed after the error message rather than before.

To cure it, run "sudo dosfsck -V <the device>" which will run the check individually on the device you specify, in interactive mode. When it detects the discrepancy you'll get the message followed by a menu with three choices: copy original to backup, copy backup to original, or ignore. I chose to copy original to backup. The program then continued to check, and after finishing the first check did a second verification pass. These two passes will take some time, so be patient.

Hope this helps! Incidentally I got the idea from another older post here that dealt with a slightly different error message from the disk check...

Earlier, with much trepidation, I tried dosfsck without any options - first on hda6 then hda7 finding that you're right - it was hda7 - then (gleaned from yet another topic) sudo dosfsck -ar /dev/hda7 gave me a choice window where I elected to copy the original over the back-up. All seems to be well now.
