Setting up Nagios in Ubuntu 12.04

sudo apt-get install nagios3 nagiosgrapher
enter strong password for admin
sudo vim /etc/nagios3/nagios.cfg
change both email addresses
restart nagios3
add new subdomain virtualhost making directory “/usr/share/nagios3/htdocs”
restart apache2

Getting nagiosgraph to work 

Hi,

I installed nagios3 on ubuntu intrepid system and added nagiosgrapher sucessfully. I had to change /etc/nagios3/nagios.cfg and add the following lines:

process_performance_data=1
service_perfdata_command=ngraph-process-service-perfdata-pipe

after 
/etc/init.d/nagios3 restart 
nagios sends performance data to nagiosgrapher. After some time the directory 

/etc/nagiosgrapher/nagios3/serviceext 

should fill up with files named <hostname>.cfg. This take some minutes (due to the nature of nagios3 and nagiosgrapher). But even if the files appear nagios3 does not know about them yet. Another 

/etc/init.d/nagios3 restart 

makes them available for nagios and you can see new links on the page "Service details".
