.deb based distro - Debian or Ubuntu Linux

Again find out all installed kernel version:
$ dpkg --list | grep kernel-image
Output:

ii  linux-image-2.4.27-2-386   2.4.27-10sarge1             Linux kernel image for version 2.4.27 on 386

ii  linux-image-2.6.8-2-686    2.6.8-16sarge1              Linux kernel image for version 2.6.8 on PPro

Now remove kernel-image-2.4.27-2-386 with apt-get command itself:
# apt-get remove linux-image-2.4.27-2-386
OR
$ sudo apt-get remove linux-image-2.4.27-2-386

If you have custom compiled kernel you need to remove following files/dirs:

· /boot/vmlinuz*KERNEL-VERSION*

· /boot/initrd*KERNEL-VERSION*

· /boot/System-map*KERNEL-VERSION*

· /boot/config-*KERNEL-VERSION*

· /lib/modules/*KERNEL-VERSION*/

· Update grub configuration file /etc/grub.conf or /boot/grub/menu.lst to point to correct kernel version.

Caution: Removing working kernel may result into unstable / non- bootable Linux server system.
